PLANNING COMMISSION – A. FAIST

N. Hawley reported the planning commission is reviewing a proposed text amendment for the cell tower ordinance.  They are also monitoring the mining proposal in Washtenaw County.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Grimes reported that he and S. Keene had held interviews for the position of Ordinance Enforcement Officer and recommends that Steve Burnett be appointed as Henrietta Township Ordinance Enforcement Officer.  Moved by A. Faist, supported by S. Keene, to appoint Steve Burnett as Henrietta Township Ordinance Enforcement Officer.  Motion carried.
A. Grimes presented a new contract for Township Assessor Vickie Bradley for review.  Moved by S. Keene, supported by S. Dodge, to enter into a contract with Assessor Vickie Bradley as presented.  Motion carried.

L. Grinage spoke regarding medical marijuana.  He noted the township had received a request from an attorney on our ordinances for medical marijuana dispensaries.  There is new legislation that has been passed by the house, and is awaiting approval in the senate, that would allow townships to disallow medical marijuana dispensaries.  Currently, townships can limit this type of business by zoning.  The township could issue a moratorium on this type of business while it determines what limits should be set.  The Zoning Enabling Act limits moratoriums to six months.  L. Grinage also added that the planning commission should be looking at this.  While the request for information did not specify the Freedom of Information Act, MTA recommended that it be handled as if it were a FOIA request.
